regarding statement on the Russian aggression against Ukraine

Pursuant to § 21(2)(11) of the Regulations of the Faculty of Political Science and International Studies (Ordinance No. 1 of the Rector of the University of Warsaw of 2 January 2020), the Council of the Faculty of Political Science and International Studies has decided as follows:

§ 1

The Faculty of Political Science and International Studies of the University of Warsaw expresses its solidarity with the Ukrainian society, in particular with the academic community of our eastern neighbour, who has been ruthlessly and brutally attacked by Russia. We are convinced that in this dramatic situation, actions are needed most, and the Polish solidarity, backed up by the ideas we remember from the 1980s, is becoming a real challenge and clear duty to us.
We call for decisive action to support the victims of this aggression and we declare that we will provide the necessary support to the members of the Ukrainian academic community. The Faculty of Political Science and International Studies is an open institution ready to help the victims and the needy.
