REGULATIONS OF RECRUITMENT AND PARTICIPATION
WHY ARE YOUNG VOTERS INCREASINGLY SUPPORTING THE FAR RIGHT? 
A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF POLAND AND GERMANY FROM 
A STUDENT PERSPECTIVE
FOR STUDENTS OF THE FACULTY OF POLITICAL SCIENCE AND INTERNATIONAL STUDIES OF THE UNIVERSITY OF WARSAW



§ 1. General provisions
1. These regulations define the rules of recruitment and participation in the course Why Are Young Voters Increasingly Supporting the Far Right? A Comparative Analysis of Poland and Germany from a Student Perspective, which is conducted jointly by WNPiSM and the European University Viadrina in Frankfurt (Oder) in Germany. All related activities (hereinafter referred to as the Project) are co-financed by the Foundation for Polish-German Cooperation.
2. On the Polish side, the course is open to students who in the academic year 2025/26 will be in their second and third year of BA studies and first and second year of MA studies, studying at the Faculty of Political Science and International Studies of the University of Warsaw.
3. The limit of places is 10.
4. The course is based on two weekend workshops: the first in Warsaw on October 17-19, and the second in Frankfurt (Oder) and Berlin on December 12-14 this year. Participation in both workshops is mandatory. The participants are expected to attend six joint, one-and-a-half-hour online sessions between the workshops. The sessions will take place in October, November, and December, with two sessions in October, three in November, and one in December.
5. Only students who have been qualified by the Recruitment Committee may take part in the course.


§ 2. Conditions of participation
1. The costs of the student's participation in the course financed from the Project's funds include:
1) the workshop in Warsaw: dinner (October 17) and lunch (October 18), 
2) the workshop in Germany: train tickets, hotel stay, breakfast, dinner (December 12), lunch (December 13), coffee breaks, local and regional transport tickets.
2. Students cover the costs of their own expenses from their own funds.
3. In case of cancellation of the travel to Germany after December 4, 2025 (excluding objective reasons, such as illness confirmed by a medical certificate), students are required to cover the costs of the train ticket and accommodation.
4. The course coordinator, Prof. Wojciech Gagatek, is in charge of the program and participants.
§ 3. Recruitment Committee
1. The Recruitment Committee has 3 members who represent the Faculty of Political Sciences and International Studies at the University of Warsaw.
2. The tasks of the Committee include:
1) verification of submitted documents,
2) drawing up a list of persons qualified to take part in the subject and a reserve list.
3. Members of the Committee draw up a protocol on the recruitment process.


§ 4. Recruitment rules
1. Participants' applications for the Project will be accepted until September 26, 16.00.
2. Application documents should be sent by e-mail to the following address: metodologia.wnpism@uw.edu.pl.
3. The Recruitment Committee will prepare a list of participants along with a reserve list by September 30, 2025, and inform about results by email.
4. Students qualified to participate in the course will be informed by email.
5. Unqualified students will be informed by email about their place on the reserve list.
6. The entry of the student into the recruitment process is tantamount to acceptance of these Regulations.
7. The Recruitment Committee may announce additional recruitment in case of vacancies.



§ 5. Selection criteria
1. The following criteria will determine the student's eligibility:
1) submitting a correctly completed application form attached as Appendix 1,
2) accepting and signing the Information on the processing of personal data making up Appendix 2,
3) a declaration of knowledge of the English language in speech and writing at the level of at least B2
4) cover letter in English max. 1 A4 page (0-2 points),
5) certificate from the Student Section confirming the grade point average in the academic
[bookmark: _GoBack]year 2024/25 (1-7 points; including for the average: 5.0-4.90 - 7 points; 4.89-4.70 - 6 points; 4
.69-4.55 - 5 points, 4.54-4.40 - 4 points, 4.39-4.00 - 3 points, 3.99-3.70 - 2 points, below 3.69
- 1 point),
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6) optionally: current (i.e., from the 2024/2025 academic year) certificates confirmed by the organisation/organiser of the conference/seminar or by the supervisor in the case of activity undertaken in scientific clubs, information about the student's activity in academic circles
(koła naukowe) operating at the Faculty of Political Science and Studies International events of the University of Warsaw, organisation of scientific events: conferences, seminars, workshops, etc. (maximum 1 will be assessed). (0-1 points),
7) optionally: other current (i.e., from the academic year 2024/2025) achievements related to scientific activity undertaken at the Faculty of Political Science and International Studies;
participation with a paper in a scientific conference, publication of an article, participation in research projects (maximum 1 will be assessed), (0-1 points)
2. Incomplete documents will be rejected.
3. The Committee has the final say, and their decision is not open to appeal.



§6. Rights and obligations of students


1. The student undertakes to fully participate in the program of both workshops and to comply with these Regulations.
2. Before leaving for Germany, each participant must purchase accident insurance and (if some is an EU citizen) to have an EHIC card for trips to EU countries.
3. The student must fill out attendance lists, questionnaires, and other necessary documents for the Project.
4. The student agrees to the processing of personal data, photographic documentation of
participation in the course and the use of his image for information and promotional purposes regarding the implementation of the course.



§ 7. Final provisions
1. In matters not covered by the Regulations, decisions are made by the course coordinator, Prof. Wojciech Gagatek.
2. These Regulations come into force on the day of their announcement and are valid throughout the duration of the Project.
3. The organisers reserve the right to change the Regulations in the event of changes in the conditions of the trip or in other unforeseen situations and independent of the Organizer.

Data retention period
Your personal data will be processed for the period necessary to achieve the intended purposes:

3) for the period necessary to establish, pursue or defend claims. Then the data will be archived.
Data recipients
Access to your personal data will be granted to authorized employees and associates of the
University of Warsaw who must process your data in connection with the performance of their official tasks.
The recipients of your data may also be entities to which the administrator will commission specific activities that require the processing of personal data.
In addition, your personal data may be made available to entities authorized under the law.
Data transfer outside the European Economic Area (EEA)
Your data may also be processed by our provider of the G-Suit for education service, Google (with whom we have signed an agreement to entrust the processing of personal data) in its
data processing centers.
Rights related to data processing
We guarantee you the implementation of all your rights on the terms set out in the GDPR, i.e. the right to:
